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Homenatge a Jordi Casanovas i Mir6, 571 (1953-2020)

Jordi Casanovas i Miré6 es va doctorar en filologia semitica (seccié d’he-
breu i arameu) per la Universitat de Barcelona i es va especialitzar en epigrafia
hebrea medieval, tema de la seva tesi doctoral (publicada 'any 2004), centra-
da en les inscripcions funeraries medievals peninsulars. Va publicar diversos
articles sobre epigrafia i arqueologia jueves i va collaborar amb diversos mu-
seus catalans i amb el Gabinete de Antigiiedades de la Real Academia de la
Historia (Madrid). Des de I'any 1991 treballava en el Museu Nacional d’Art
de Catalunya, com a tecnic en el Registre d’Obres d’Art, en la documentacié
relacionada amb la formacié de les col-leccions i en les sales de reserva del mu-
seu.

Va ser vocal de la Junta Directiva de I’Associacié d’Estudiosos del Judais-
me Catala (ADEJUC, societat predecessora de la Societat Catalana d’Estudis
Hebraics) del 1988 al 1992 i secretari de la mateixa associacié del 1992 al
1998. Membre fundador de la Societat Catalana d’Estudis Hebraics, en va ser
secretari del 1995 al 2008 i el 27 de febrer de 2020 en va ser elegit president.
Va ser membre del Comite Editorial d’aquesta revista des de 'inici de la pu-
blicacié (1997). Mori, als seixanta-sis anys, el 22 de marg¢ de 2020. Dediquem
aquest volum a la seva memoria.

Tribute to Jordi Casanovas i Miré, 971 (1953-2020)

Jordi Casanovas Miré held a PhD in Semitic Philology (Hebrew and Ar-
amaic Section) from the University of Barcelona. He specialized in medieval
Hebrew epigraphy, the subject of his doctoral thesis (published in 2004),
which revolved around medieval funerary inscriptions in mainland Spain.
He published various articles on Jewish epigraphy and archaeology, and col-
laborated with a number of Catalan museums, as well as with the Gabinete
de Antigiiedades museum of the Spanish Royal Academy of History (Ma-
drid). From 1991 onwards, he was employed by the National Museum of Art
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of Catalonia, working in the institution’s Register of Works of Art, on docu-
mentation related to the formation of its collections, and in its storage
rooms.

He was a member of the Board of Directors of the Association of Scholars
of Catalan Judaism (ADEJUC, the predecessor of the Catalan Society for
Hebraic Studies) from 1988 to 1992, and was secretary of the association
from 1992 to 1998. A founding member of the Catalan Society for Hebraic
Studies, he was its secretary from 1995 to 2008 and was elected its chairman
on 27 February 2020. He had been a member of the Editorial Board of this
journal ever since it was first published (1997). He died, aged 66, on 22
March 2020. We dedicate this volume to his memory.
